[Using a Static IP on your PSPRadio]

**Note**

If you are having problem getting things to work and you have more than one network configuration set up you may want to delete all of them and start from scratch. 

This is just my way of removing all variables and providing a clean slate to work from. If you have no connections configured or you have removed all network profiles and you follow the instructions below you should have no problems. 

Keep in mind there are many things that can cause problems while doing wireless networking most if not all will have nothing to do with PSPRadio but rather your network connection, router configuration, and so on. Please verify that all of these things are correct before blaming the PSPRadio software. 

I say that only because so many persons have this working with no problems. So logic states we should start by looking where PSPRadio has no control. IE. Your home network.

First of all go to NETWORK SETTINGS on the main menu of the PSP. 

Choose INFRASTRUCTURE MODE.

Create a NEW CONNECTION if you already don’t have one.

· PSPRadio allows you to select your connection in the configuration file the first one on this list is going to 0 on the PSPRadio Configuration file the 2nd one on this list will be 1 in the Configuration file and so on.

· Name that connection if you want and press D-pad right. 

· Choose SCAN and then select you access point you want to connect to. If you are not sure which is yours because there are multiple networks with the same name listed yours will likely be the one with the 100% signal strength. I recommend 3 things for safer wireless networking 

1) Rename your router to some thing you recognize 

2) Change the default admin password

3) Enable a WEP key even if it is a simple to remember WEP Key like AA00000000 (64bit).

· If WEP protected enter the WEP Key and press D-pad right.

· Address Settings - select CUSTOM and Press X Button. 

· IP Address Settings - select MANUAL and Press X Button.

· Choose an IP Address for your PSP; make sure you pick an IP address that is not in your routers DHCP range. If you are not sure of what these things mean please read your router manual.

**EXAMPILE**

press D-pad right to continue.

· Proxy Server Only use this if your ISP has informedyou to use a proxy setting I set mine to Do Not Use and press the D-pad right. 

· Setting List is just an overview of your current configuration settings for your PSP wireless connection press D-pad right.

· Press the X Button now to save your settings.

· Press the X button to test your connection on your PSP.

You sould see a sreen very simualare to the Setting List screen but it will have some more information on it look for your signal strength should be close to 100%, you should see the royer name (SSID) listed below that, Use your down D-Pad Button till you get to the bottom of that screen you should see a line that say’s Internet Connection (Failed/Succeeded) Obviously we are looking for this to say Succeded.

· Now it’s better to POWER OFF YOUR PSP and then POWER UP again Go again at NETWORK SETTINGS -> INFRASTRUCTURE MODE and with you connection selected PRESS TRIANGLE A sub-menu will appear. Choose TEST CONNECTION Should have a Internet Connection Succeeded.

· If everything goes fine Great. If not try this guide from the start. 

· Now the final thing to do is go to POWER SAVE SETTINGS and disable WLAN POWER SAVE. With this on you just loose speed using your wireless connection.
